Community Information

The Dominican Republic is the country Courts for Kids has done more projects in than any oth-

er country to date— 50 to be exact over the last 17 years, with Camas High School already par-
; A ticipating in three of them! Each project has been
really special with unique and close bonds being
formed between the Dominican locals and our stu-
dents.
- Los Ranchos is a small, rural community nestled
within the larger district of El Dean, in the heart of
the Monte Plata region of the Dominican Republic.
While El Dean has an estimated population of
around 7,000 people, only a small portion of that
{ population lives in Los Ranchos, which is much
more rural and quieter compared to the busier,
more urban areas of El Dean. Despite its size, Los
Ranchos has a strong sense of community, where
- neighbors know each other and traditions run deep.
: “1 Most people in Los Ranchos are young, with chil-
dren and teenagers making up a big part of the population. There are more men than women & :
in the community. Education is a challenge, as many people don’t finish school, and only a few have had the op-

portunity to attend college or university.
; The roads are unpaved, and when it rains, they become muddy and hard
" to use. Still, this doesn’t stop the local kids from gathering on those same
roads in the evenings to play traditional games after school. The main
~source of income is agriculture and animal farming. Most of the roads are
= not paved and they get very muddy when it rains. Lemon, passion fruit,
plantains, green beans and yucca are the main agricultural products.

Our group will be met at the airport by the Courts for Kids Dominican Re-
4| public Country Director who lives in the Dominican Republic and has been

working closely with the community to plan all aspects of your visit. We
will be staying in a community building sleeping on mattresses on the
floor. The court will also be built at the school and will be used by the
- entire community. Many times it will be a place where the community
® will gather to dance and hold celebrations and ceremonies. We will work
side-by-side with the locals and although it will be challenging there are
jobs for everyone of every physical capacity.
During the whole trip we will be fully immersed
in the local culture eating authentic food, learn-
ing local traditions, customs, and way of life. It x
is important to note that this court will be built with the community not for the com-
munity. The community members are very motivated to make their court a reality and f

Funding Responsibilities

Everyone in your group will contribute to the total project costs.
Each participant will be required to fundraise/donate this amount:

$2,000

100% of all donations are fully tax deductible

All funds raised are applied to court construction costs and the following group expenses:

e Round trip airfare (award points cannot be used)

e In-country costs (food, water, lodging, and transportation)

e Emergency medical insurance

e Special activities

e Chaperone expenses

e Court construction costs (in addition to your giving, the host community also contributes to these costs).

Does not include: passport, immunizations, travel to and from the US airport, food or incidental costs on layovers
and delays, or spending money for souvenirs.

*All donations are non-refundable (unless the entire project is canceled by Courts for Kids, funds will be refunded
less non-recoverable costs). If you raise/donate more than the above amount, you can choose to apply the excess to
passport or immunization costs (must submit receipts), the court construction costs, sports equipment, toward the bal-
ance of another trip participant or towards Courts for Kids in general. You will not be eligible for any other refunds
or reimbursements due to IRS regulations.

Trip Safety

Courts for Kids makes your safety our number one priority. Being in a safe, tight knit community with strong aware-
ness and ownership of the project will provide local people who will be personally invested in the safety of the
team. Courts for Kids also has safety protocols in place that include, but are not limited to:

o A Courts for Kids staff member will lead the group while in the destination country.

¢ We always contract private transportation to pick up and return the group to the in-country airport.

¢ We have a strict behavior and conduct policy for all trip participants which promotes the safety and security of the
group. All participants are required to attend a mandatory training.

¢ We have secure transportation available to medical facilities in the case of any injuries.

o We will have a first aid kit with the group at all times.

e We only drink clean, potable water.

e We work with community cooks to adhere to our Safe Cooking Practices.

o We monitor the US State Department travel warnings and make travel adjustments as deemed necessary.

e We require all volunteers to be disconnected for the entirety of the trip. No cell phones will be allowed once in
country.

e Insurance coverage for all trip participants that includes evacuation with a medical escort in a worst case situa-
tion. Policy details can be provided upon request.

e A Child Protection Policy which includes background checks for all adults traveling in a group with minors.

e Courts for Kids may conduct a behavioral background check through a student’s school and reserves the right to re-
fuse a participant based on the information we receive.

Safety is a team effort and every trip participant is responsible for their behavior, must use common sense while trav-
eling, and comply with Courts for Kids representatives and trip leaders at all times.

2. Passport: Make sure you have a passport that will not expire before February 5, 2027. If you need a passport,
go to the nearest post office for assistance. In order to avoid the headache and stress, make sure you get your
passport on time, do it ASAP.

3. Fundraising deadlines:

«Deposit of $200 when registering (Your card will not be processed until there are enough participants

to ensure the project is happening)

«1st amount of $600 by February 28th, 2026

«2nd amount of $600 by April 30th, 2026

«3rd amount of $600 or remaining balance by June 30, 2026
* All donations are non-refundable unless the entire project is canceled by Courts for Kids, in which case funds will
be refunded minus unrecoverable costs.

3. Vaccinations: The recommended vaccinations for travel to the Dominican Republic according to the Center
for Disease Control are the following (keep in mind these are recommended, not required. Check with your local
doctor and make the decision best for you):

a.Routine (DPT, MMR, Polio) and COVID-19—all travelers

b.Hepatitis A and Typhoid—most travelers

c. Hepatitis B, rabies , and malaria—some travelers

4. Students must attend mandatory Courts for Kids pre-trip training on a date TBD
